Redwoods League donated the Redwood Grove to the city of Oakland in 
1928. Joaquin Miller Park is named for one of the late 19th centuryôs 

more colorful figures. Self-proclaimed ñPoet of the Sierrasò Joaquin Miller 
was a pony-express rider, lawyer, judge, teacher, gold prospector, 
nomad, author, and one of Californiaôs first environmentalists.

West Coast Horse Show Rule Book to apply 

 

Prizes to First; Ribbons 1st ï 6th place 
High Point awards for each age division. 
All riders/handlers must sign a Liability release. 
All show fees must be paid in full before leaving. Please leave an 
open check if you think you may add or drop any classes. No 
Refunds. 
Show management reserves the right to combine, split or cancel 
any classes. The judgeôs decision is final. 
ENGILSH:  Dropped, Figure 8 nosebands and martingales are not 
permitted. ALL riders must wear an ASTM approved helmet or 
hard hat with chin strap securely fastened. Riders may be hunt 
seat or saddle seat. Spurs and crops are optional. 
Western:  Snaffle bit and two hands with horses 5 years and 
younger only. Horses 6+ years must be ridden one-handed with 
a curb type bit. 
Trainers may only show in the Open classes. AA = Adult 
Amateur, 18 years and older who is not a trainer. 
2-minute gate call will be strictly enforced. 
Warm-up area will be inside the main arena at the far end. Trail 
course will be set among the ñnaturalò setting and outside the 
arena. You may walk the course on foot (without your horse) 
before the start of the class. 
Switching of numbers or horses is grounds for disqualification; 
Each Horse/Rider combination must have their own number. 
Food and beverages will be available all day. 
Please no dogs. 
Please clean up after your horse; take your manure with you. 
Please be courteous when parking as space is limited. 
CSHA Members are responsible for bringing their own point 
sheet to get signed off by the Show Manager. 
 

Take advantage of the beautiful trails! 
 

Please be cautious as this is a public park and there will be 
others on bicycles, hiking, with dogs, etc.
